Unanimous resolution passed in Croatian Parliament in support of transfer of Zvonko Busic to the Republic of Croatia

Resolution on the transfer of Zvonko Busic from the United States to the Republic of Croatia

1.  Calling on the articles of the Convention of the Council of Europe on the transfer of sentenced persons, of which the Republic of Croatia and the United States of America are signatories, the Parliament of the Republic of Croatia calls upon the United States of America to act according to the arrticles of the aforementioned convention and to grant the transfer of Zvonko Busic to the Republic of Croatia to complete his term of incarceration.  Zvonko Busic was sentenced in the United States in 1976 to 30 years, (*note:  the official sentence was life with the right to parole after service of 10 years. The maximum term for such a sentence is 30 years)  This term will be fully served on September 12, 2006.

2. Obligates the Government of the Republic of Croatia to seek mediation in the resolution of this humanitarian transfer from the competent bodies of the Council of Europe.

3.  Obligates the Government of the Republic of Croatia to undertake all other necessary measures to realize the transfer of this convicted Croatian citizen to the Republic of Croatia from the United States of America to serve his prison sentence, and to provide regular reports on these efforts to the Parliament of the Republic of Croatia.
4.  The Parliament of the Republic of Croatia will inform the Government and Congress of the United States with this resolution and will obligate its representatives in the Council of Europe to inform the Parliamentary Assembly of the Council of Europe.
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
